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Kansas Aviation Gala to Feature Great-Grandson of Charles Lindbergh
On Saturday, November 15, 2008, the Kansas Aviation Museum will host the annual Kansas Aviation Gala, an event intended to honor recipients of the Kansas Governor’s Aviation Award and induct new members into the Kansas Aviation Hall of Fame.
For 2008 there are two Governor’s Award winners: Michael Armour, former Director of Aviation for the Kansas Department of Transportation and Arch E. Merriam, a stalwart in the aviation community.

2008 Kansas Aviation Hall of Fame inductee Mort Brown is an aviation legend, having served as a test pilot for Cessna from late 1937 and having logged over 14,000 first flights, released over 85,000 new Cessna Aircraft and accumulated nearly 21,000 logged flight hours.
Guest speaker for the event will be Mr. Erik Lindbergh, great-grandson of Charles Lindbergh who re-traced the original flight path of his great-grandfather from New York to Paris.  Mr. Lindbergh will be presented with a framed reproduction of the original FAA identification card for the Spirit of St. Louis, part of the archival collection of the Kansas Aviation Museum.  Mr. Lindbergh being a sculptor of some renown, one of his original creations – a representation of the Spirit of St. Louis – will be on display for auction.  Mr. Lindbergh will also be available following the event to sign autographs.

The event will be held at the Hyatt Regency Hotel and begins with cocktails at 5:45 p.m., dinner at 6:30 p.m. with the program to follow.
